1.  References:

2.  I authorize the use of the OSC communication systems and resources as permitted in AMC policy Memorandum #97-08.  This use shall be for official use only except for authorized personnel (non-official) use as provided below.  These communication systems include Government-owned telephone, facsimile machines, electronic mail, Internet systems, and commercial systems where the Federal Government pays for their use or access.  Other resources include computers, typewriters, calculators, libraries, and similar resources and facilities.  The official mail system is not included as a communication system or resource.  OSC employees shall also comply with applicable JER provisions

3.  I also authorize employees to use Government communications systems and resources in support of their personal and private participation in non-Federal not-for-profit organizations subject to the following limitations:
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    a.  The use of the Internet is reserved and subject to supervisory approval as required in AMC Policy Memorandum #97-08.





    b.  Do not adversely affect official duties.





    c.  Are of reasonable duration and frequency, and whenever practicable, made during the employee's personal time.





    d.  Do not overburden the communication system.





    e.  Do not create significant additional cost to DoD.





    f.  You may not incur any long distance tolls or other usage fees chargeable to the Government; you must use toll-free numbers or charge the communications or access or other fees to your personal credit card.





    g.  This permission does not extend to personal communications to solicit business, advertise, or engage in other selling activities in support of private business enterprises; political activities; fund raising activities (other than those permitted by JER 3-210); or any other use that would reflect  adversely on the Army or which is incompatible with public service (e.g., chain letters, harassing e-mail, surfing sexually oriented sites or downloading sexually oriented material).





    h.  The announcement of events sponsored by these organizations should be done by use of electronic bulletin boards.





4.  I expect every OSC employee to use Government communications systems and resources responsibly.  The inappropriate use of Army e-mail communications systems and resources may be a basis for consideration of disciplinary action against soldier and civilian employees.





5.  You should be aware that any use of Government communications resources is with the understanding that such use is generally not secure, not anonymous, and serves as consent to monitoring.
