"I think one of the unfortunate side effects of (the partnering philosophy) is that it’s less likely that things get reported to our office," he said. "Things that are legitimate contract irregularities should be worked out with the contracting office. But sometimes these offices, because of this partnering idea, they think that even more serious items can somehow get worked out—which harkens back to the old days of the ’70s when, ‘If I get caught, I’ll pay.’"
