‘Workplace Olympics’ kicks off CFC   

ROCK ISLAND, Ill. – The 2006 Illowa Bi-State Combined Federal Campaign officially began Oct. 4 with a “Workplace Olympics” held in the Fitness Center on Rock Island Arsenal.

In 2005, the Illowa Bi-State Combined Federal Campaign received donations totaling $588,145, which set an all-time record. Half of those donations were given to non-profit organizations throughout the Quad Cities area.
