FORT LAUDERDALE NATIVE NAMED TO TOP ENLISTED POST
Command Sgt. Maj. Norberto D. Osbourne has been named as command sergeant major of the U.S. Army Sustainment Command (ASC), headquartered at Rock Island Arsenal in Rock Island, Ill.
