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Ms. Diana L. Balmer serves as Chief of Staff for the U.S. Army Sustainment Command, a position she has held since July 2005.  As Chief of Staff, Ms. Balmer directs and coordinates the actions of leaders and staff officers at the Command’s Headquarters and at its installations and field elements.  She acts as a key advisor to ASC’s Commanding General and assures that the guidance and instructions issued by the Command’s top leaders are carried out.

Ms. Balmer was born in Muscatine, Iowa, and raised on a farm near Illinois City, Illinois.  She began her federal career in 1965 as a clerk-stenographer, soon after graduating from Rockridge High School.  She worked her way up through the ranks and, though most of her career has been spent in resource management, she also gained experience in areas such as procurement, international logistics, installations and services, and commodity management, and in the Command’s Secretary of the General Staff.

Ms. Balmer has served in a number of key leadership positions, including as chief of Manpower and Force Management; chief of Operating Resources, chief of staff; and assistant chief of staff for Human Resources (G-1).  In the latter position, she directed all human resources programs for the Command’s civilian and military personnel and had primary responsibility for areas such as staffing, training, classification, career development, labor relations, performance reporting, and records maintenance.

The awards and honors earned by Ms. Balmer during her career include the Secretary of the Army Manpower and Force Management Distinguished Service Award; the Achievement Medal for Civilian Service; the Commander’s Award for Civilian Service (two awards); and numerous exceptional performance ratings.
