Non-Central Management of Non-Tactical Vehicles 
The purpose of this article is to help you determine what constitutes a non-centrally managed non-tactical vehicle and be aware of funding rules which apply to their purchase. A non-tactical vehicle management designation will affect the application of the acquisition method and funding. Answers to questions 1-3 are derived from HQDA DSCLOG Policy Guidance which was issued to provide guidance on the non-central management of certain specified non-tactical vehicles (NTV) and use of operation accounts for acquiring such vehicles. 1. What is a Centrally Managed Item? 

Para 5,a.: Items deemed by HQDA DCSLOG to require central management and control regardless of total acquisition unit cost will remain under the centralized management control of the U.S. Army Tank-automotive and Armaments Command (TACOM), as the ODCSLOG Executive Agent and NICP for non-tactical vehicles. 

2. What is a Non-Centrally Managed Non-Tactical Vehicle? 

Para 5,b.: Items that have total acquisition unit costs less than $100,000 and are deemed by HQDA DCSLOG to no longer require central management or control will be deemed to be non-centrally managed items of supply. 

3 Which NTV's that can be purchased with OMA? 

Para 8: 

a. Economic analysis at Installation (procurer) level must show procurement to be more cost effective than leasing per the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR). 

b. Item must be on the listing of non-centrally managed (decentralized) items. 

c. The total acquisition unit cost of the planned procurement must be less than the congressionally established expense / investment threshold. 

d. Operating account funds must be utilized. 

e. The item must be authorized on the Installation TDA. 

4. How does an individual determine if a Non-Tactical Vehicle is Non-Centrally Managed? 

TACOM has produced a list (NON-CENTRALLY MANAGED NTVS LIN SEQ.xls – see attachment) of non-centrally managed NTVs that is based on line item numbers (LIN). If an NTV is not found on this non-centrally managed LIN list, it is considered centrally managed and procurement requires funding by TACOM via the NTV OPA1 budget lines. 

5. What organization can provide assistance in determining the type of management for a specific type of NTV? 

TACOM Life Cycle Management Command, Integrated Logistics Support Center16, Non-Tactical Vehicles (NTV) Team. Recommend working staff actions through unit/organization primary staff logistics officer. 

6. What guidance do Army Regulations provide regarding cost-effective acquisition of motor vehicles? 

AR 58-10, Management, Acquisition, and Use of Motor Vehicles, 10 August 2004, Paragraph 3-5, Acquisition Policy states: Full cost methodology must be used to determine the cost effective method (See appendix B.) Appendix B, B-1,2 states: Provisions of vehicle leases vary depending on whether a vehicle is leased from the GSA or a commercial leasing firm, and on the types of vehicles being leased. For this reason, the cost comparison should compare the cost of acquiring, operating, and maintaining a DOD component-owned vehicle, a GSA leased vehicle, and a vehicle leased from a commercial source. Procedures for determining aggregate monthly costs for each of these three methods of vehicle support are outlined in paragraphs B–2 through B–4 below.
