(Airborne), Fort Bragg (known as Fort Liberty since 2023), North Carolina; company 
commander, 187th Ordnance Battalion, Fort Jackson, South Carolina; battle captain 
and multi-national logistics branch chief, U.S. Army Central Command, Shaw Air 
Force Base, South Carolina; group S4 (Logistics) officer, group executive officer and battalion executive 
officer with 7th Special Forces Group (Airborne), Eglin Air Force Base, Florida; commander, Special Troops 
Battalion, 1st Special Forces Command (Airborne), Fort Bragg; executive officer for the chief of staff, U.S. 
Army Materiel Command, Redstone Arsenal, Alabama; and joint logistics planner, U.S. Central Command, 
MacDill Air Force Base, Florida. 

He has deployed twice to Afghanistan, including leading the equipment retrograde in Special Operations 
Joint Task Force-Afghanistan/NATO Special Operations Component Command-Afghanistan. He deployed 
to Iraq in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom and throughout the U.S. Central Command area of 
responsibility in support of Operation Inherent Resolve.
